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Abstract

The OECD proposes a programme of work to contribute to the enhancement of performance of
higher education systems, which includes a different approach from league tables and rankings - a
benchmarking approach to higher education system improvement.

The approach includes a metric benchmarking as well as a policy and practice benchmarking
exercise in order to tell the story behind the performance of higher education systems. It will
enable cross-country comparisons and peer learning to support the developmental dimension of
performance measurement and management, and inform higher education policy design,
implementation and evaluation.
